Then about three weeks ago I got a letter from them, 
I just thought it was to tell me the bad news. It wasn't! To be honest I was a bit  
shell shocked and froze a little! It was so exiting to realise all my hard work  
hadn't been wasted! I really encourage everyone in the church to give as 
much as they can as although it may seem pointless it always makes a 
difference however big or small.

I was born in Newlyn, 
Cornwall in 1940 and 
attended Morvah 
Sunday School and 
then Chapel in the 
evenings.   
Both of my Primary 
and Secondary 
schools held morning 
prayers and taught 
the Bible.   
Those foundations 
were instrumental for 
a later conversion to 

Christianity 
culminating in my baptism at Brixham Baptist Church in October 2010. 
Having been an applied physicist for my working life, faith appeared 
inconsistent with the physical world until a few events brought me to knowing 
that there is a spiritual dimension.  Without that scientists cannot bridge the 
abyss between them and faith. 
Minister Phil Marsden‟s acronym represents an excellent summary of what my 
baptism was about i.e Following, Identifying with, Declaring and Obeying 
Christ in my new life.  Becoming a Christian accelerated Bible study, which for 
me provides much support but also disquiet about OT characters and new 
translations conforming to modern language.  I know the wisdom of coming as 
a child to faith and allowing no person‟s behaviour to deflect me from it.  In my 
case, being born again has neither diminished my curiosity nor driven me to 
accept the creationist creeds.  Pretence and denial are destroyers of faith and 
like any scientist the faithful will struggle toward better understanding, which is 
to modify the „truth‟ forever getting closer.  It is sad that the fervent faithful and 
scoffing scientist do not acknowledge that both see God‟s Creation through 
different filters. 
What has happened to me is that I have peace and spend more time on 
matters of faith than other pursuits.  Modern miracles of people‟s changed 
behaviour is credible but those of „instantaneous‟ supernatural physical cures 
may be something I have yet to witness.

The Sense of a Goose                 From Pam Pollock. 

Some may have wondered why when Val was baptized her friends from the 
home group stood beside the baptistery and „honked‟ when she came up from 
the water. The reason? The week before we had been reading the following 
article about „flying geese‟:- 

When you see geese flying along in “V” formation, you might consider what 
science has discovered as to why they fly that way: 

As each bird flaps its wings, it creates an uplift for the bird immediately 
following. By flying in “V” formation, the whole flock adds at least 71% greater 
flying range than if each bird flew on its own. 

People who share a common direction and sense of community can get where 
they are going more quickly and easily because they are travelling on the 
thrust of one another. When a goose falls out of formation , it suddenly feels 
the drag and resistance of trying to go it alone, and quickly gets back into 
formation to take advantage of the lifting power of the bird in front. If we have 
as much sense as a goose, we will stay in formation with those people who 
are headed the same way we are. 

When a goose gets tired, it rotates back in the wing and another goose flies 
point. 

It is sensible to take turns doing demanding jobs, whether with people or with 
geese flying south. 

Geese honk from behind to encourage those up front to keep up their speed. 

What messages do we give when we honk from behind?Finally ... and this is 
important … when a goose gets sick or is wounded by gunshot and falls out of 
formation, two other geese fall out with that goose and follow it down to lend 
help and protection. They stay with the fallen goose until it is able to fly or until 
it dies, and only then do they launch out on their own, or with another 
formation to catch up with their group. 

If we have the sense of a goose, we will stand by each other like that.

Luke and Jemma Mansfield 
 

At the beginning of November we were delighted to welcome our Youth and 
Children‟s Worker, Luke Mansfield, together with his wife Jemma and their 
baby son, Joshua.  Luke grew up in the Portsmouth area.  He came from a 
non-Christian family but went to church when invited to do so by a friend, first 
as a child and then as a teenager.  He made a Christian commitment but later, 
while he was training to be a chef, he was challenged by a non-Christian 
about his lifestyle and it was then he realised that he had to get serious about 
God and about living out his faith.  God led him to work with London City 
Mission (LCM), initially on a gap year scheme for young people, and that is 
where he met Jemma. 
Jemma grew up in Chard, Somerset, going to church, learning about Jesus 
and coming to know Him as her Saviour.  Having secured a place at 
University, she deferred going for a year to join the gap year scheme at LCM.  
What particularly attracted her to the scheme were the lectures, as she had a 
great hunger to understand her Christian faith more deeply. 
During the year Jemma and Luke worked in Christian Centres witnessing in 
the community through door-to-door visiting, Lunch Clubs and lots of work 
with children and young people.   
At the end of the year 
Jemma went on to 
university to study 
Psychology and Deaf 
Studies, while Luke 
stayed at LCM for a 
further year before 
returning to Portsmouth, 
where he worked night 
shifts at a supermarket.  
They married in June 
2006 and after Jemma 
graduated the following 
summer they moved back 
to London and LCM 
where Luke was 
employed as a missionary 
and Jemma worked in the 
Personnel Department at  
LCM Headquarters.  
  



They enjoyed becoming part of the community.  Luke relished the opportunity 
to get to know the local young people and “speak Jesus into people‟s lives”, 
though, as they lived above the Centre where he was based, it was as though 
they never left work. 
After their son Joshua was born on 13

th
 December last year, they wondered 

about moving out of London and began to pray about whether they should go 
into church-based ministry.  In June 2010 they came to Torbay to attend the 
wedding of their friend Joel Ward, Youth Pastor at Upton Vale Baptist Church.  
Joel had previously been Youth Pastor at their church in Croydon and he and 
Luke had worked together a great deal as the church was opposite the Centre 
where Luke worked.  Joel told Luke about the job at our church. 
I asked Luke and Jemma about their interests.  Luke is into computer games 
and sport and ran the London Marathon in 2009, while Jemma enjoys reading, 
watching films and playing the guitar “a little bit”. 
Luke is keen to develop the youth and children‟s work in our church, to see 
young people move on in their faith in Christ and to see some of the young 
people who attend Island Club become part of the church.  He is starting a 
youth Discipleship Group and plans to run a Youth Alpha Course.  He is 
delighted to be involved at an exciting time for the church and both he and 
Jemma wanted to thank the people of the church for the tremendous welcome 
they have received, both in terms of friendship and practical gifts.  “We have 
never felt so welcome”, they told me, “we have been really looked after”.

From Angela and Andrew willis 
 

We started our last letter by saying we were about to start our travels again 
with the journey to Colombo on Friday 12 November.  We had to delay that 
journey until 
Saturday 13 
November as 
many parts of the 
city had flooding 
as a result of their 
heaviest rainfall 
since 1992 and 
the buses were at 
a standstill.  Then 
we discovered that  
Saturday was a 
Buddhist festival 
day, which meant 
buses were few 
and far between; 
so we had to 
travel in a van, and we arrived eventually late afternoon and went straight to 
the station for the night train to Batticaloa. 
On Sunday 14 we had an interesting journey to a student‟s church via a 3-
wheeler and a ferry across the river from Batticaloa to Kochadecholi.  We 
arrived late as we had to wait some time for the ferry, but the pastor waited for 
us to arrive before starting the service as Andrew was to preach.  The service 
was followed by Angela giving a short health talk.  There were a lot of young 
families present, so she talked about training the children with personal 
hygiene from a very young age and cleaning teeth from the time the 1

st
 tooth 

appeared.  She emphasised how a good habit that is started in a very small 
child can remain a good habit for life; but a bad habit is hard to change.  This 
was followed by a health advice clinic lasting for about  2½ hours when she 
saw 45 people, ranging from 2 months old to elderly.  Two young lads came 
with wounds that wouldn‟t heal.  On a closer inspection they were both full of 
grit, so she had a great time cleaning them up and removing the debris before 
applying dressings.  One small baby was extremely colicky.  The mother gave 
her to Angela, who then sat her on her lap and rubbed her back; she burped 
loudly (much to the watching women‟s amusement!).  Then she put her up on 
her shoulder, patted her back, and she burped loudly again before settling 
straightaway.  The mother and grandmother‟s comment was that they had 



never tried that way of winding her.  Maybe she will have the courage to break 
the mould and try something different to the traditional Sri Lankan way of 
feeding and winding a baby – they lie them flat all the time.  This church is in a 
Hindu area and many people who came for the clinic had never set foot in a 
church before. 
 
When we finally arrived at ETC late afternoon we found that the well was 
contaminated,  which meant no running water... and we also had no electricity 
as the fuse box had burnt out.  Electricity was quickly restored but water had 
to be carried from a nearby borehole each day for us to flush the toilet and 
wash.  We were very grateful to a neighbour who allowed us to use their 
shower.  The ETC week went well.  Studies in the Psalms were completed.  
We are now looking at cooking lunch on the premises rather than purchasing 
lunch packets each day.  The students are planning a Christmas outreach 
programme to the three local communities on the Thursday of the December 
school week (13-16 December).  We will be visiting another couple of students 
on Sunday 12 prior to the start of the December school starting: Andrew will 
preach in the morning; Angela will have a health clinic in the early evening.  
 
We arrived back in Colombo Friday 19 November in time for the launch of 
Every Home for Christ‟s new website www.ceylonehc.org .  Some pages still 
need a little work.  Angela will be involved in updating the website each month 
when we are in Colombo.   
 
We returned to Norton Bridge Monday 22 in the school van ready for the SAIT 
week.  This week has been busy as usual.  The students were practicing 
carols ready for going carol singing in the local village and down the hill in 
Norton Bridge  on 8 and 9 December (during the next school week).  They are 
learning carols in Sinhala, Tamil and also one in English.  Several applications 
have been received and interviews will hopefully start next month ready for the 
new students to start in February or March next year.  Often on Thursday 
evenings we organise a fun time; for one of the games teams of 7 students 
had to draw a picture.  They were sat in a line; the first person saw the picture 
and passed the information down the line for the last person to draw the same 
picture.  A good lesson in communication.  The results were very interesting!!
