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‘OBSTRUCTIONS’ 
 
As I took a walk one day, I observed a sign which informed people of forthcoming 

‘road resurfacing’ which was to be carried out. The dates were notified, so cars could 

be off-road in preparation.  A few weeks later, the large machinery and work-force 

arrived. As work commenced another notice was put up reading - ‘TEMPORARILY  

OBSTRUCTED.’ 

 

This made me think of those times and incidents in life when our plans have to be 

halted or cancelled, when circumstances block our dreams, and other demands get in 

the way of us completing everyday tasks.  

 

Life is full of obstructions and disruptions. For most of these – we can find a ‘plan b or 

c’ - which will enable us to find a way through changing or difficult situations. Time 

and time again in the Bible, we can read about how ‘nothing can thwart God’s plan for 

our lives’ - when we look to Him and seek His way. 

 

Some disruptions in life we can do nothing about. When we cannot change the                    

circumstances – God will enable and strengthen us to ‘change our attitude’ towards 

the problem, which brings us peace and perspective as we trust Him with the final 

outcome. The prophet Isaiah said, “For the LORD Almighty has purposed, and who can 

thwart Him? His hand is stretched out, and who can turn it back?” (Isaiah 14:27)

streams in the wasteland.” (See Isaiah 43:19b).
