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As part of our Mission Service today we will watch a video looking at the 
work of our BMS Link Missionary organisation in Lebanon - THIMAR.   

For decades, members of Rahbe Evangelical Baptist Church prayed for             
a local pastor from their small village in Lebanon’s rural Akkar region.           
This month, their prayers were finally answered. On 18 October 2025, 
THIMAR joined the church in celebrating the ordination of Pastor Bahaa 
Mahfoud. 

This was achieved through the efforts of MERATH and the Arab Baptist 
Theological Seminary (ABTS), two of the ministry arms of THIMAR.              
ABTS focuses on equipping the church and MERATH focuses on community 
development.            

Both Wissam and Sophie Nasrallah, our BMS link missionaries, speak to us               
in this video. 

Wissam is the newly appointed director of ABTS, which equips pastors and 
the church, and Sophie is the Communications Manager for MERATH. 

This video gives us some idea of the incredible work that THIMAR is doing 
in Lebanon and Syria to build God’s kingdom.
